In 1972, he entered the booking agency business in Seattle, WA. and was later based in the Los Angeles, CA. offices of General Entertainment Corporation (GEC).  GEC was one of the Big Five (5) agencies in the USA at the time.  He left GEC and settled in Los Angeles in 1979, and began Consulting for, and Management of artists such as Perfect Tommy (three ‘Top 5’ Singles on Dance Charts), USK (signed to RCA Canada), Spencer Davis Group (British Super-Group), Mark Spiro (songwriter for Ann Murray, Sean Lennon, John Waite, etc), and Skip Martin (lead vocalist for The Dazz Band & Kool & The Gang).

Currently Don Tunnell is consulting for 4D Records, an independent record label for Denae Gardner and Jimmy Bivens. Denae Gardner has a new single at Country Radio NOW! Denae is produced by legendary producer David Z (Prince, Eric Clapton, Tim McGraw, Jonny Lang and others.) Jimmy Bivens is currently recording his third album of American/Rockabilly/Country music.
In 1994, Don Tunnell moved to Las Vegas and took a position as Vice President of Sho Pro Inc. a Dallas, TX based entertainment company.  He was head of Artist Management and Consulting, and Video Production, and managed the Las Vegas office.  Tunnell’s Producer and Director Credits include (2) two long-form live concert video projects featuring Jimmy Page and Robert Plant of Led Zeppelin. Other productions feature Bill Wyman, Ted Nugent, Dwight Yoakam, Tracy Lawrence, The Rolling Stones, Candlebox, Metallica, Chisato (Japan’s Rolling Stones), and others. In 2001, Tunnell became Vice President of Operations for New York City, and Frankfurt, Germany based, Kings Road Entertainment, CEO Michael Berresheim.
Don married Suzette Albers in Los Angeles in 2003, and moved from Los Angeles to Boise, Idaho in October 2004. He operates Tunnell International, a Consulting, Management, and Artist Development company, from Boise, Idaho. He also operates his Video Production Company, TEV Media1 from Boise. Tunnell was appointed Consultant for Gruntwerks Productions in 2006 and Consultant for 4D Records in 2009.
Don Tunnell attended Lewis Clark State University and The University of Idaho where he majored in Radio TV Communications, and minored in Political Science. He graduated from Columbia School of Broadcasting in San Francisco, and studied with The American Writers and Artists Institute in Deerfield Beach, Florida.
